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Rowan Arts has been awarded £50,000 from the Heritage Lottery Fund and a further £10,000 from Islington Council for an exciting new oral history and photography project, A Tribute to Ironmonger Row Baths. The project will explore and celebrate the social and cultural importance of the baths since they first opened in 1931 and will culminate in a book and exhibition in 2012. There will be opportunities for local residents and users of the baths – both past and present - to get involved in the project as volunteers and contributors.
